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Introduction

Background

The Federal-aid Safe Routes to School Programi(fadter referred to as SRTS
Program) was created by Section 1404 ofSh&e, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient
Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users A8AFETEA-LU), signed into Public
Law (P.L. 109-59) on August 10, 2005. The FedeRil'S Program is funded at $612
million and provides Federal-aid highway funds tat& Departments of Transportation
(DOTSs) over five Federal fiscal years (FY2005-200®)accordance with a formula
specified in the legislation. These funds are awée for infrastructure and
noninfrastructure projects, and to administer sER&S programs that benefit elementary
and middle school children in grades K-8. Missau8RTS Program is administered by
the Highway Safety Division of MoDOT.

SRTS Program Purpose

Section 1404(b) of the legislation describes thgases for which the SRTS Program
was created:

(b) PURPOSES.--The purposes of the program shall be-
(1) to enable and encourage children, including those with disabilities, to walk
and bicycleto school;
(2) to make bicycling and walking to school a safer and more appealing
transportation alternative, thereby encouraging a h ealthy and active lifestyle
from an early age; and
(3) to facilitate the planning, devel opment, and implementation of projects and
activities that will improve safety and reduce traf fic, fuel consumption, and air
pollution in the vicinity of schools.

These stated purposes describe the overall infehe SRTS Program. Different
locations are likely to develop different initiagiy and projects that address one or more
of the purposes, but the overall SRTS Program withé State must meet all of these
stated purposes.

SRTS Program Outcomes

Safe Routes to School is a cross cutting progrdrard’ are many possible outcomes as a
result of successfully implementing projects antivaes at the State and local level.
These desired outcomes help clarify the broad mepstated in the legislation and can
assist implementation, including overall developtreerd administration of State
programs. They can be used to help evaluate patgmtjects, as well as understand the
factors that affect the success of different aii#isj projects, and programs.

Desired outcomes of the Safe Routes to School 8nogrclude:

* Increased bicycle, pedestrian, and traffic safety

* More children walking and bicycling to and from ecls

* Improved childhood health

Comprehensive Nature of SRTS Activities — The “5 B~
FHWA recommends that SRTS efforts in the UnitedeStancorporate — directly or
indirectly — five components, often referred tafes“5 E’'s”. The 5 E’s are:

Engineering- Creating operational and physical improvementté¢
infrastructure surrounding schools that reduce dpaad potential conflicts with
motor vehicle traffic, and establish safer andyfalécessible crossings, walkways,
trails and bikeways.

Education- Teaching children about the broad range of frariation choices,
instructing them in important lifelong bicycling @mwalking safety skills, and
launching driver safety campaigns in the vicinifysohools.

Enforcement Partnering with local law enforcement to engta#fic laws are
obeyed in the vicinity of schools (this include$aznement of speeds, yielding to
pedestrians in crossings , and proper walking aeytling behaviors), and
initiating community enforcement such as crossingrg programs.
Encouragement Using events and activities to promote walking icycling.
Evaluation- Monitoring and documenting outcomes and trehdsugh the
collection of data, including the collection of ddtefore and after the
intervention(s).

Funding Levels

The SRTS Program is funded at $612 million and ijoles Federal-aid highway funds to
State DOTSs over five Federal fiscal years (FY20069), in accordance with a formula
specified in the legislation. Missouri will receitlee following apportionments.

Program Funding Framework
The legislation established a number of paramegétased to program funding which
address the following items:
= Apportionment Formula--Funds are provided to each State and the Disifict
Columbia by formula based on the State’s percerégiee national total of school-
aged children in grades K — 8.
=  Minimum Allocation --Missouri shall not receive less than $1 milliorainy fiscal
year.
» Infrastructure and Noninfrastructure Funds —Funds are made available for two
different types of projects (infrastructure and infnastructure).
= Duration of Availability —Funds shall be available for obligation in the eam
manner as if such funds were apportioned undertehayof title 23, USC; except
that such funds shall not be transferable and siiad&in available until expended.
* No Local Match Permitted—the Federal share of the cost of a project oxigti
shall be 100 percent.

Reimbursement Program

The SRTS Program is a reimbursement program fdricogrred. It is not a “cash-up
front” program. Costs incurred prior to FHWA praj@pproval are not eligible for
reimbursement.

Eligible Recipients

The SRTS legislation identifies eligible fundingi@ents, which may include
nontraditional partners of State DOTs. Many prgeaunty be grassroots driven and
project sponsors may be school or community basaapg.

* (e) ELIGIBLE RECIPIENTS.--Amounts apportioned to a State under this
section shall be used by the State to provide finan cial assistance to State, local,
and regional agencies, including nonprofit organizations, that demonstrate an
ability to meet the requirements of this section.

Non-public schools involved with an application goproject/activity must be registered
with the Department of Secondary Education asngltio accept federal grants.
Nonprofit organizations involved with an applicatifor a project/activity must be
registered with the Secretary of State’s Office.

Eligible Projects/Activities

Funding Categories

Funds are available for infrastructure-related gutg and noninfrastructure-related
activities:

Projects and activities in each category shouleatly support increased safety and
convenience for elementary and middle school ahildn grades K-8 to bicycle and/or
walk to school. Projects may indirectly benefitthgchool age youth or the general
public, however these constituencies cannot bedheor primary beneficiaries.

Infrastructure projects constructed with these fumdist be accessible to persons with
disabilities, per the Americans with DisabilitiestAAccessibility Guidelines (ADAAG)



at 28 CFR Part 36, Appendix A, as enforced by ttfe. Department of Justice and
FHWA, and as required under Section 504 of the Riéitedion Act.

Eligible Infrastructure Projects

SAFETEA-LU specifies that eligible infrastructurelated projects includiae planning,
design, and construction of infrastructure-related projects that will substantially
improve the ability of studentsto walk and bicycle to school, including

» sidewalk improvements,

» traffic calming and speed reduction improvements,

» pedestrian and bicycle crossing improvements,

» on-street bicycle facilities,

» off-street bicycle and pedestrian facilities,

» secure bicycle parking facilities, and

» traffic diversion improvementsin the vicinity of schools. (Section 1404(f)(1)(A))

Given the general guidelines established in thisliipn, each State DOT will be
responsible for determining the specific typeshdfastructure projects that are eligible
for this program. Below is a list of potential ia$tructure projects that some States have
used for existing SRTS or related programs. Tkisdinot intended to be
comprehensive; other types of projects that ar@ndhis list may also be eligible if they
meet the objectives of reducing speeds and impgopédestrian and bicycle safety and
access.

» Sidewalk improvements new sidewalks, sidewalk widening, sidewalk gap
closures, sidewalk repairs, curbs, gutters, anld @amps.

» Traffic calming and speed reduction improvementsroundabouts, bulb-outs,
speed humps, raised crossings, raised intersectrmdian refuges, narrowed
traffic lanes, lane reductions, full- or half-stre®sures, automated speed
enforcement, and variable speed limits.

» Pedestrian and bicycle crossing improvementgrossings, median refuges,
raised crossings, raised intersections, traffidrobulevices (including new or
upgraded traffic signals, pavement markings, tadtripes, in-roadway crossing
lights, flashing beacons, bicycle-sensitive sigaelation devices, pedestrian
countdown signals, vehicle speed feedback sigrkpadestrian activated signal
upgrades), and sight distance improvements.

» On-street bicycle facilities new or upgraded bicycle lanes, widened outside
lanes or roadway shoulders, geometric improveméntsing lanes,
channelization and roadway realignment, traffiexsijgand pavement markings.

» Off-street bicycle and pedestrian facilities exclusive multi-use bicycle and
pedestrian trails and pathways that are separededd roadway.

» Secure bicycle parking facilities bicycle parking racks, bicycle lockers,
designated areas with safety lighting, and coveregtle shelters.

» Traffic diversion improvements: separation of pedestrians and bicycles from
vehicular traffic adjacent to school facilities gamaffic diversion away from
school zones or designated routes to a school.



Planning, design, and engineering expenses, imguchnsultant services, associated
with developing eligible infrastructure projectg also eligible to receive infrastructure
funds.

Project Location

For infrastructure projects, public funds must perg on projects within the public right
of way. This may include projects on private ldnat have public access easements.
Public property includes lands that are owned pulaic entity, including those lands
owned by public school districts. Construction aagital improvement projects also
must be located within approximately two miles giramary or middle school (grades K
— 8). Schools with grades that extend higher thradey8, but which include grades that
fall within the eligible range, are eligible to e#¢e infrastructure improvements.

For projects on private land, there must be a written legal easement or othigtew
legally binding agreement that ensures public actethe project. There must be an
easement filed of record, which specifies the murmiength of time for the agreement
to maximize the public investment in the projedieTproject agreement should clearly
state in writing:

* The purpose of the project.

* The minimum timeframe for the easement or lease.

* The duties and responsibilities of the parties ved.

* How the property will be used and maintained infthare.

The project must remain open for general publieasdor the use for which the funds
were intended for the timeframe specified in theeeaent or lease. The public access
should be comparable to the nature and magnitutieeahvestment of public funds.

Reversionary clauses may be appropriate in soni@nioss. These clauses would assure
that if the property is no longer needed for thgopee for which it was acquired, it
would revert to the original owner.

Public funds must be spent on projects within the pblic right of way. If the
improvement is on private land, the land must hava public access easement that is
codified in writing to ensure public access.

Real Property Acquisition

For real property acquisition, all project sponsorsst comply with the provisions of the
Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real Propertyulsition Policies Act of 1970
Regulations implementing this Act are found in 49RPart 24 These regulations will
be applied to evaluating the acquisition of realggrty and any potential displacement
activities.

Eligible Noninfrastructure Activities
SAFETEA-LU specifies that eligible noninfrastrucuactivities arectivities to
encourage walking and bicycling to school, including

* public awareness campaigns and outreach to press and community leaders,



traffic education and enforcement in the vicinity of schools,

student sessions on bicycle and pedestrian safety, health, and environment, and
funding for training, volunteers, and managers of safe routes to school
programs. (Section 1404(f)(2)(A))

Noninfrastructure applications involving law enforcement activities must be
submitted only by law enforcement agencies.

The above categories are broad in nature. Therseateral sources of information
available nationally that provide further guidamcenoninfrastructure activities, such as
the National Highway Traffic Safety Administratiean(NHTSA)Safe Routes to Schools:
Practice and Promiseand NHTSA'sSafe Routes to School Toalkit

Existing SRTS programs have used noninfrastrudturds for the following purposes:

Creation and reproduction of promotional and edanat materials.

Bicycle and pedestrian safety curricula, mateaald trainers.

Training, including SRTS training workshops thagtt school- and community-
level audiences.

Modest incentives for SRTS contests, and incentivasencourage more walking
and bicycling over time.

Safety and educational tokens that also advehs@togram.

Photocopying, duplicating, and printing costs, ilthg CDs, DVDs, etc.

Mailing costs.

Costs for data gathering, analysis, and evalua&porting at the local project
level.

Pay for substitute teacher if needed to coverdoulty attending SRTS functions
during school hours.

Costs for additional law enforcement or equipmesdded for enforcement
activities.

Equipment and training needed for establishingsingsguard programs.
Stipends for parent or staff coordinators. (Thennhis to be able to reimburse
volunteers for materials and expenses needed @dic@tion and efforts. The
intent is not to pay volunteers for their timeslime cases, however, a State may
permit paying a stipend to a “super volunteer”@ordinate its local program(s).
This is an important possibility to keep open fmwlincome communities. It may
be beneficial to set a limit on the maximum valfi@a stipend, such as
$2000/school year.).

Costs to employ a SRTS Program Manager, whiclperson that runs a SRTS
program for an entire city, county, or some othreaawide division that includes
numerous schools. (Program Managers may coordinatefforts of numerous
stakeholders and volunteers, manage the procesaftementation at the local
or regional level, and may be responsible for répgito the State SRTS
Coordinator.)

Costs to engage the services of a consultant (eithre profit or for-profit) to
manage a SRTS program as described in the pritatbul

This listing is not inclusive, although States adasng funding items not listed must
ensure that the activity meets the purposes dSRIES Program as specified by



SAFETEA-LU, and that the item is generally compgeab those listed above or in the
legislation.

Activity Locations

Traffic education and enforcement activities magetplace within approximately two
miles of a primary or middle school (grades K — Bher eligible activities under the
noninfrastructure portion of the SRTS Program dbhawe a location restriction.
Education and encouragement activities are alloatgutivate schools as long as other
noninfrastructure program criteria are fulfilled.

Inappropriate Uses of SRTS Funds

States are not permitted to use Section 1404 florgsojects that do not specifically
serve the stated purposes of the SRTS Progranshooitd they be used for reoccurring
costs except as specifically provided in the legish. For example, in general, Program
funds should not be used to pay crossing guardiss|as these are reoccurring costs
(although fundsnaybe used for crossing guard training programs)dignrequests for
costs that are expected to be reoccurring costgune years should include plans for
how the costs will be funded in the future andteorale for how federal funding of 1-2
years will enable leveraging of future financiatwsety for the activity.

The use of Section 1404 funds for projects thatg&aize pick-up and drop-off primarily
for the convenience of drivers rather than to improhild safety and/or walking and
bicycling access is not permitted, nor should Paogfunds be spent on education
programs that are primarily focused on bus safetyprovements to bus stops are not
eligible for this funding.

Specific Funding Guidelines

Utilizing Related Funding Sources

There are many additional federal, state and loraling sources available to
complement the Federal Safe Routes to School ressuiFunding resources that could
be used to supplement the Federal Safe RoutestBactivities include but are not
limited to health, recreation, transportation, pbgseducation, law enforcement, and
safety funds. Flexible transportation resourcebuthing the Transportation
Enhancements Program, the Surface Transportatagrdin, the Congestion Mitigation
and Air Quality Program, Equity Bonus Funds, the séate Highway Safety
Improvement Program, and National Highway Traffafe®y Administration 402 Traffic
Safety funds are available and eligible to be dsedertain Safe Routes to School
projects. States, either as part of their prograthrough SRTS project applicants, may
use Section 1404 funds to attract, combine andyapphy resources for the furtherance
of the SRTS program purposes and objectives. Fimalhny States and local
communities have already established funding progrmr SRTS that should remain
available for projects and applications.

Project Streamlining
A number of streamlining measures are availabtietver SRTS projects:



Categorical Exclusions

Except in unusual circumstances, FHWA expectsSRAES infrastructure projects will
fall under the categorical exclusions provision2®iCFR Sec 771.11that recognize
construction of bicycle and pedestrian lanes, pahg facilities as not involving
significant environmental impacts. This will grigagtreamline compliance with the
National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requirent&n

TIP / STIP Grouping

Transportation projects proposed for funding urgelJ.S.C., including recipients of
Safe Routes to Schools funds, must be programmadariatropolitan planning
organization’s Transportation Improvement Prograi®) and the Statewide
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). Exceptriusual circumstances, SRTS
projects will not be considered regionally sigraiit as defined b23 CFR 450.104nd
may be grouped each program year by function, ggtge area and/or work type in a
metropolitan planning organization’s TIP and thdF§Tather than listed individually.
See 23 USC 134 (j) (3) for TIP. See 23 USC 1354y]C) for STIP.

Working Capital Advance

A working capital advance may be available, onratéd basis, to local governments and
non-profit organizations through the working calpitdvance optiod9 CFR Part 1&nd

19. Funds provided for this program are on a castliarsement basis. However,
Section 49 CFR, Part 18 (for local governments) 4n@€FR, Part 19 (for nonprofit
organizations) provides for a working capital acs&payment option when necessary to
make prompt payments for project costs. Since paysrte States are governed by the
Cash Management Improvement Act, this advance patyapion is only available to
local governments and non-profit organizationsuligiothe State DOT. The following
procedures apply:

« The advance will be considered a working capitabade ee 49 CFR Part
18.21(e)for local governments artb CFR Part 19.22 (2)(é)r nonprofit
organizations) limited to the estimated amount rdddr one billing cycle. The
local government will then bill the State for costsurred. The advance will be
netted out at the time of the final billing.

« To reduce administrative burden, projects with deffal share under $25,000 that
will be completed in less than one year may recaivadvance for the full
amount of the Federal share.

« Agreements to provide for the use of this optioouttt be developed through the
cooperative efforts of the State and the FHWA divisffice.

Costs incurred prior to FHWA project approval aretreligible for reimbursement.

Title 23 requirements

For infrastructure projects, Congress includedslagjve language in the Safe Routes to
School program that state$Notwithstanding any other provision of law, projects
assisted under this subsection shall be treated as projects on a Federal-aid system

under chapter 1 of title 23, United States Code (See SAFETEA-LU, Section 1404 (j).”

The above language means that Title 23 requirenagpuy to the infrastructure portion
of the Safe Routes to School program including,nmatimited to, Davis Bacon
prevailing wage rate, competitive bidding and ottmmtracting requirements, even for



projects not located within the highway right-ofynend regardless of functional
classification criteria.

Since eligible subgrantees include non-traditigueatners at the community level who
may not be familiar with Title 23 requirementssitmportant that the State fully inform
potential subgrantees of these Federal requirenadeizd of time. Some subgrantees
may wish to seek a lead sponsor such as a coubtic puorks department that has
experience with Federal construction contractseimegal, and Title 23 in particular.

Grant Management

Apportionments to Missouri will be awarded and adistered in accordance with the
provisions id9 CER Part 18he USDOT's regulations that implements the gorent-
wide Common Rule for grants and cooperative agreésrie State and local
governments.

Missouri will follow State law and procedures whamarding and administering sub
grants to local and Indian tribal governments iocadance with9 CFR 18.37 In
addition, FHWA policies and regulations also applyinfrastructure projects due to the
legal requirement that brings in Title 23 provisamder the Safe Routes to School
Program.

Sub awards by Missouri to institutions of higheueation, hospitals and nonprofit
organizations are to be awarded in accordanced@itGFR Part 19%the USDOT
regulation that implements the government-wide commnule for grants and cooperative
agreements to institutions of higher educationphals, and non profit organizations.

SRTS funds are available until expended (they atesubject to the usual Federal-aid
highway four-year rule of availability).

If the entity expending the Federal funds is n8tate, local, or Indian tribal government,
use the appropriate OMB Circular applicable to #draity. For exampleQMB Circular
A-122, Attachment A, Section C, covers indirect costsionprofit organizations.

Obligation Limitation

The SRTS Program is subject to the Federal-aidwaghprogram's obligation limitation.
By law, obligation limitation for formula programisicluding the SRTS Program, is
distributed in a lump sum to each State DOT. Withe overall limitation, each State
has flexibility to choose how to use funds amorgwarious highway programs as long
as the total obligations do not exceed the set.limi

Brief background about Obligation Limitation -- Each year appropriations legislation
sets a limitation on the obligation of Federaldaighway program funds. This limitation
does not reduce the amount of funding distribubed rather limits the amount of the
distributed funds that may be obligated in thatryesuch limitations serve to align the
funds authorized in multi-year legislation like SAFEA-LU with more current
economic and fiscal conditions as part of the negliannual Federal budget process.
